The Congregation of the Missionary Sisters of the Holy Rosary (The Killeshandra Nuns) was founded one hundred years ago in March 1924 by Bishop Joseph Shanahan CSSp to bring the Gospel message to the women of Southern Nigeria. Sisters are presently on mission in Brazil, Cameroon, Ethiopia, Ghana, Kenya, Liberia, Nigeria, South Africa, Sierra Leone, the USA and Zambia. What we do
